What does an Outreach Team Volunteer do?

The Outreach Team plays an integral role in raising awareness about AccessAbility Services, the Note Taking program and inclusive practices in the context of disability.  Tasks include:

Display booths: Volunteers will lead AccessAbility Services display booths by providing general information about the service, the Note Taking program and disability awareness.  Outreach Team Volunteers will take initiative to approach students, inform them of the volunteer Note Taker opportunities and encourage students to get involved. 
In-Class Announcements: Volunteers will assist AccessAbility Services in making announcements in the classes that require Note Takers.  Announcements are usually made in the first few minutes of the class time, before the lecture begins.

Other:  Volunteers will have the opportunity to assist with outreach events and with general office support.
