Careers in Museums
Interested in working in a museum? Here's a brief look at some of the jobs you can do in a museum:
• Archivist: These professionals collect, sort and care for historical documents and records and help people find the information 
   they need in those records. 
• Curator: Dealing with artists about their exhibits, approaching corporations for funding, managing staff and attending board 
   meetings are just some of the duties of a curator. 
• Conservator: According to the Canadian Association of Professional Conservators, conservators are specialists who treat 
   damaged objects and help collectors and custodians learn how to care for these artifacts.
• Museum Technician: The wiseGEEK website says that museum technicians support curators in placing, caring for and
   displaying museum artifacts.
• Historic Interpreter: Often working at historical sites, historical interpreters give the public an accurate view of the past. 
• Tour Guide: In this position you provide guided tours of historical sites or heritage areas, offering cultural interpreting and 
  historical information and answering a variety of questions from tourists. 

Although competition is keen for middle and higher level 
positions in museums, entry-level and volunteer positions 
are easier to get.  To get a sense of whether a museum career 
would be for you, try volunteering at local museum or historical 
site, such as the ones operated by the City of Toronto. These 
museums also run workshops on such topics as the history of
a particular site or the politics and culture of a specific era. 

You can also apply for a part-time job or summer placement 
at one of these local museums. Check out Heritage Canada's 
Young Canada Works Program, which hires about 2,800 
young persons for summer jobs such as archival assistant or
 historical interpreter. (Currently, the site only has 2009 positions 
posted, but keep an eye out for the 2010 jobs.) 

As far as schooling goes, you could take a museum studies 
program. Typical courses include museum history, educational 
programming, collections management, curatorship. 
conservation, research and ethics.  You could complete a 
diploma or degree in another field and then pursue a 
postgraduate program in museum studies. 

To familiarize yourself with the world of museums join 
discussion groups or listservs for museum workers. Think 
about getting a student membership to museums or 
other cultural centres. Members often receive newsletters, 
advance notices and free tickets to upcoming exhibits and
 events.
