3. [MATA32H & MATA33H ] or [MATA30H & one of MATA35H , MATA36H , MATA37H ] 
4. all of the requirements of one of the majors from the Department of Humanities

This program which has a co-op option is designed to give students a broad exposure to all functional areas of Management as well as a solid grounding in French. Program Requirements: The Management requirements for this Program are the first 4 requirements for the Specialist in Management as listed below. 

1. MGTA03H , MGTA04H , MGTB03H , MGTB04H , MGTB05H , MGTB06H , [MGTB09H or (MGTC03H)], [MGTB27Y or [MGTB23H & MGTB29H ]], MGTC09H , MGTB90H, MGTC90H , MGTC74H 
2. At least 0.5 credit of courses emphasizing strategic management, chosen from MGTC10H , MGTC19H , MGTC31H , MGTC32H , MGTC33H , MGTC35H , MGTC38H , MGTC39H , MGTC41H , MGTC42H , MGTC45H , (MGTC50H), MGTC59H , MGTD40H , MGTD45H 
3. ECMA04H , ECMA06H , ECMB02H , ECMB06H , [ECMB09Y or [ECMB11H & ECMB12H ]] and 1 full credit of C level Economics for Management Studies courses (not including ECMC91H , ECMC92H , ECMC93H ) 
4. MATA32H & MATA33H 

Language requirements consist of five full credits in French, made up of A. Basic Language, B. Business Language and C. Civilization, as follows: 

French 

1. FREA01H , FREA02H , FREB01H , FREB02H , and one full credit from among FREC01H , FREC02H , FREC05H 
2. At least one full credit from among FREB08H , FREB09H , FREB18H , FREC18H 
3. At least one half credit from among FREB22H , FREB27H , FREB28H 
4. An additional half credit in French 

Note: Students are encouraged to take MGTA03H , MGTA04H , ECMA04H , ECMA06H , MATA32H , MATA33H and an appropriate course(s) in French in the first year.  The remaining courses needed to complete the degree requirement of 20 credits may be chosen either within or outside the Department of Management in accordance with the student's interest.

1. [(MGTA02Y) or MGTA03H & MGTA04H ], MGTB03H , MGTB04H , MGTB05H , MGTB06H , [MGTB09H or (MGTC03H)], [MGTB27Y or [MGTB23H & MGTB29H ]], MGTC09H , MGTB90H, MGTC90H, MGTC74H 
2. ECMA04H & ECMA06H , ECMB02H , ECMB06H , [ECMB09Y or [ECMB11H & ECMB12H ]] 
3. [MATA32H & MATA33H ] or [MATA30H & MATA35H /A36H/A37H].
4. all of the requirements of one of the majors from the Departments of Biological Sciences or Psychology. 

Note: Because statistics is covered in ECMB11H & ECMB12H and may also be required as part of the Life Sciences major, students should be aware of exclusions in choosing their statistics courses.  The remaining courses needed to complete the degree requirements of 20 credits can be chosen either within or outside the Department of Management in accordance with the student's interest.

2. ECMA04H, ECMA06H , ECMB02H , ECMB06H 
3. [MATA30H & one of MATA35H, MATA36H or MATA37H] or [MATA32H & MATA33H]
4. All of the requirements of one of the majors in either the Department of Computer and Mathematical Sciences or the Department of Physical and Environmental Sciences.

Note: Because most science majors require specific calculus courses, students should be aware of the requirements of their specific science program in choosing the courses to satisfy item 3.   Students in Science programs that do not include statistics are strongly encouraged to complete ECMB11H & ECMB12H .  The remaining courses needed to complete the degree requirements of 20 credits can be chosen either within or outside the Department of Management in accordance with the student's interest.
